2. The pattern of community based-tourism standard in 5 Southern Border
Provinces are developed from area based potential and community participation which consists
of seven criteria of standard leading to ASEAN - the aim of community-based tourism, natural
resource conservation, cultural and traditional conservation, sustainable management, tourism

service, tourism save, and public relation and marketing. They are 60 criteria of standards



divided into three levels of management- must have 29 criteria of standards, should have 27

criteria of standards and have or nothing 4 criteria of standards.

Southern Border Provinces and other areas in four topics — organization structure, tourism
activity, tourism service and public relation and marketing including how to form the association

of community based tourism business of Southern Province.
